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City names new Director of Dallas Animal Services

Dallas - The former Chief Animal Control Officer for the City of Cleveland has been named the new Director of Dallas Animal Services (DAS). Edward Jamison will begin his duties in Dallas on Oct. 18.  

Jamison redefined Cleveland’s animal care operations through public policy efforts, public-private partnerships and increased community engagement. Most noted for the trademarked, award-winning City Dogs Cleveland adoption program, he also oversaw the design of Cleveland’s city kennel, slated for completion in 2018.
