Meeting Centres are an evidence-based model of social community support for families affected by dementia. 
Initially developed in the Netherlands, Meeting Centres are now growing in popularity worldwide. The first Meeting Centre in Scotland, Kirrie Connections, opened in Kirriemuir in 2019. There are now 3 further centres in Angus (in Forfar, Montrose & Brechin), with a further 18 open or opening soon across Scotland. 
At this introductory session to Meeting Centres, Kirrie Connections CEO Graham Galloway will explain the history & evidence base for the model, where Meeting Centres sit on the dementia care pathway and how Meeting Centres are evolving in Scotland.
