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Network of Support Events
Network of Support sessions are a part of the self-evaluation work of the Angus Adult Protection Committee and are undertaken via the Adult Protection Policy and Practice sub-group. These meetings represent the bringing together of staff involved in a case to promote reflective practice and consider how outcomes have been improved for service users, what evidence we have, what made the difference and ‘even better if’. 

What we want to achieve 

· This approach allows staff to engage in reflective practice and share ideas for improvement.
·  This type of self-evaluation activity provides an excellent opportunity for staff engagement in adult protection, development. 

· Network of Supports have been consistently positively evaluated by participants. 

There are four different opportunities to attend (see below) where two cases will be presented at each event, followed by a brief question and answer session about each case for any additional information and then discussions regarding emerging themes highlighted within these cases.  We would encourage team to have different attendees at differing events to expand the learning and development opportunities.
