How can you contribute to keeping the perpetrator in the frame, ensuring perpetrators are visible and recognised as accountable for the entirety of their actions, impacts and harms?  

This session will explore how good documentation and use of domestic abuse informed language can be pivotal role in securing good, safe outcomes that ensure the focus is on the perpetrators risk and responsibility for harm they pose to children and families not the survivor and their perceived ‘failure to protect’.
