Focus group 

The Health and Social Care Partnership Adult Support and Protection supervision audit has identified the need for further development of reflective practice. Reflective supervision is a requirement of the SSSC Code of Practice for Employers (2016:3.5).  In the Partnership there is a need to augment 1:1 supervision for case managers with enhanced opportunities for reflection and learning. Ultimately reflective practice means that the public receive improved services and workers can improve skills and knowledge.

All agencies contributing to the work being done in response to SCR P19 and the Adult Support and Protection Improvement Plan are striving to encourage deeper multi-agency relationships.

Communities of practice are groups of people who share a concern or passion and learn how to do it better through regular interaction with each other. They develop a shared understanding and ways of addressing recurring practice problems using an array of stories, experiences, and resources.
The ASP practice & policy subgroup alongside the Protecting People Angus Workforce Learning and Development Subgroup are looking to have a couple of focus groups looking at ideas for
