Scottish Families were created in 2003 by families themselves who came together to support each other and campaign for recognition.  Richard and Debra will be discussing the science of Kindness. 

· Angus Independent Advocacy – lived experiences - partner stories /experiences and possibly do a bit on impact both positive and negative sharing what really benefited our partners to feel that they had, had meaningful participation and empowerment.
