What is Basildon Skills Show?
The Basildon Skills Show is an annual event that aims to help young people make informed decisions about their next 
career steps and raise the profile of opportunities available in and around Basildon.

The Basildon Skills Show is ideal for local training providers and firms looking to recruit early career talent, to reach into 
the education system and gain access to a range of young people and to inspire them into their chosen career. 

This year, the Basildon Skills Show – which has traditionally targeted years 10 to 13 will run from 9am to 6pm, with 
morning sessions dedicated to school groups aged 14 to 19, and an afternoon session open to all. The event will have a 
strong focus on the current, and future growth sectors. This year’s event will be hosted at Basildon Sporting Village to
support a larger, more accessible event than ever before.

The Basildon Skills Show is the only large-scale careers fair of its kind in Basildon, bringing together all types of 
industry sectors, along with Further and Higher education opportunities. Basildon Council’s Economic Development 
team have strong relationships with local secondary schools and colleges, and have established a steering group to 
work collaboratively to organise, and ensure the success of the event.
