Caerphilly Early Years and Childcare

Childcare Offer Capital Grant Programme Small Grants Scheme – Year 3
Introduction and Information for Applicants
 
All settings registered with Care Inspectorate Wales (CIW) who are offering Childcare Offer places for 3 and 4 year olds or who intend to offer places are eligible to apply. This includes childminders, private and voluntary sector providers, and maintained settings offering day care, wrap around care, after school provision, holiday play schemes, etc. Applications can also be considered from childcare providers who are in the process of applying for registration; the Local Authority will need to be satisfied that the provider is genuinely in the process of making that application to CIW including the expected date for completion of registration being within 2 months or before the end of financial year (whichever is the sooner).  The childcare setting must be based in Caerphilly County Borough. 
All applications should be made to the Local Authority of the area of the setting’s CIW registered delivery address; a provider cannot apply to more than one Local Authority even though they may be taking children from more than one Local Authority area. 
In making an application a provider must:
· Be able to demonstrate that there is a demand for Childcare Offer Places;
· Be registered with CIW or in the case of new providers, give a written undertaking that it is in the process of registration with CIW including date registration pack was submitted and anticipated completion date supplied; 
· Be registered with the Local Authority to deliver Childcare Offer places or give a written undertaking that it will be registering with the Local Authority;
· Be able to demonstrate security of tenure for a minimum of 5 years;
· Be prepared to commit to offer Childcare Offer places for a minimum of 5 years from the date on which the final grant payment is made and acknowledge that if it stops providing Childcare Offer places or routinely accepts fee paying children over those in receipt of the Offer, then it will be required to repay all or part of the grant funding paid; 
· Acknowledge the investment it has received in any promotional material issued to parents;
· The above conditions of the grant must be read in conjunction with the standard Terms and Conditions of the grant. (attached), which must be read, agreed and signed.
Each application will be assessed and scored on an individual basis by a panel and successful settings will be notified of the award being offered to them. Any setting applying for grants across multiple years will be considered carefully with prioritization for those not yet reaching the thresholds stated above. 
In Year 3 of the Grant, Funding will only be offered for IT purposes that may be needed such as:
· IT equipment (see table below) provided it can be clearly shown that there is a need in order to deliver Childcare Offer places. This would not include IT equipment for use by children.

What cannot be funded
This grant cannot be used to fund:
· The purchase of consumables, such as printing paper
· The provision of Wi-Fi
All applications received 2 weeks prior to panel, will be discussed and decisions made at each panel meeting which will be fornightly until all the funding is allocated. All evidence must be received by the closing date. Failure to provide sufficient evidence by the application closing date could result in the application being declined. 
If discussions are needed or additional evidence required, a meeting can be arranged with the Early Years team, to enable a full submission prior to the next panel date. Any application that is not fully completed or has any evidence missing will not meet the deadline for panel and will not be discussed at panel. If further information is added to the submission, to enable completion, it may then be discussed at the next available panel meeting subject to sufficient funds available.
