COVID Reignite and Recovery Grant 
Application Form April 2021 – March 2022

Please complete the form and retain one copy for your records, submitting a second copy to the panel for assessment. 

Welsh Ministers have allocated funding to each Local Authority in Wales to secure continued provision for the childcare sector by supporting providers facing sustainability issues. Childcare Providers should only apply for where there is a clear need to support the sustainability of the childcare provision and a real risk of setting closure in the long term due to the detrimental impact of the Covid 19 Pandemic. 
Purpose of the Grant
To provide sustainability funding to support childcare settings to continue operating throughout and beyond the challenges of Covid-19 where no other public funding is being provided to cover the same costs. This grant is not intended to replace any profit lost during this financial year.
There are three types of grants available, that your setting may be eligible for. For further information please read whole form.
Fundamental Principles for All Grants 
· This funding can be back dated to April 1st, 2021 
· The provider can apply for the grants available as many times *as applicable during the grant award period (1st April 2021 – March 2022) until the maximum amount that can be awarded per provider is exhausted, unless there are exceptional circumstances that will be considered on an individual basis.  (*amounts below). 
· The panel will take into account the relevant WG Covid Regulations when considering all applications. 
· Applications will be taken to panel and assessed on a fortnightly basis until the grant funding is fully subscribed. 
· This funding is to be primarily targeted at registered childcare providers.
· These are revenue grants and can be used to cover unfunded loss of income and can be used to cover off revenue items, including staff costs, rent, overheads, etc. 
· A provider cannot get funding from two sources of public funds in respect of the same child or the same costs, for example, Flying Start or Childcare Offer.
· A provider cannot get funding in respect of the same child or the same costs if the funding is covered by a retainer charged by the setting.


· The LA needs to feel assured that the funding support will help to ensure that the provider will still be operating longer term and that any temporary reduction in numbers of operational childcare places will return to normal, demand-led, operating numbers in the future. 
Important information: 

· Please allow up to 20 working days for your application to be processed.  If you have not had response regarding your grant submission within 4 weeks of your application being submitted, please contact FIS@CAERPHILLY.GOV.UK
· The grants are open to applications from the 01 April 2021 until the fund is fully committed or 31 March 2022, whichever is earlier. Applications will be dealt with on a first come first served basis. This may lead to applications not being appraised after they have been submitted if the fund is fully committed
· ALL monies must be spent by 31st March 2022. There is no provision to carry forward any monies into the next financial year.
· If your setting is currently facing financial difficulties and you feel that you’re not eligible for any of grants set out in this application, we may still be able to support your setting on a short term basis. Please contact FIS@CAERPHILLY.GOV.UK for further information.

Grant One – Self Isolation Grant 
To support individual settings that are currently operational but have been required to temporarily fully or partially close due to Coronavirus. You are also able to claim this grant if you have had a loss of income due to the children attending your setting having a positive PCR test and as a result have been unable to attend. This also applies if a child has had to self-isolate as part of a positive household (between April 1st, 2021 – July 31st, 2021).
The amount of grant is based on number of booked childcare places unavailable due to self-Isolation closure. The closed places must NOT be funded by the Childcare Offer or other public funding, such as Flying Start. So, for example, if a room with 10 children booked to attend has to close for self-isolation, but 3 are already funded by the Childcare Offer, then the grant will cover 7 places.
Income from the grant is a CONTRIBUTION towards overall running costs.
Grant is a contribution to cover loss of income from private fees ONLY. It cannot be claimed if the setting is charging parents for those places (full retainer fees) or the childcare places are funded by another public funding source such as Flying Start or Childcare Offer. If the setting is charging partial retainer fees, then this will be taken into account when calculating level of grant.
Amounts (based on £4.50 an hour):
· £45 per full day place (full daycare/full daycare childminder, holiday care) – up to 10 hours 
· £22.50 per half-day place (wrap around in full daycare/childminder; half day session in full daycare/childminder) – up to 5 hours
· £13.50 per sessional care place (e.g., wrap, playgroup, Cylch, after school club) – up to 3 hours.
· If a Day Nursery / childminder has to close a room that usually has 10 Full time places, but these are occupied by some full time and some part time booked places, these should be categorised as such.
· Payments will only cover Bank Holidays where providers are open and can evidence booked places.
This grant will not fund individual places where a child is sick unrelated to covid. This will be considered as a sickness absence and will be covered by the provider’s absence policy. 


The support is for individual settings that are currently operational but have been required to temporarily close (either fully or partially) due to Coronavirus.	
· The grant will be paid after re-opening
· It is for settings that have been closed by Public Health Wales /Environmental Health/TTP - proof will be required
· Settings must inform CIW and FIS of closure
· Settings must inform CIW and FIS of re-opening
· Last application end of Feb 2022 to ensure money spent or committed by 31.03.2022

Grant Two – Restart and Recover Grant If a setting has been closed and is looking to reopen but has less booked places and operating on reduced capacity because privately fee paying parents are not sending children for reasons attributed to Covid 19. This grant aims to compensate for loss of income to provide temporary financial assistance to rebuild the business. 
Each setting applying for this grant will be based on individual circumstances including consideration of parent / childcare setting contracts, reasons for non-attendance, access to other forms of funding, including public funding. For the panel to be able to consider awarding this grant evidence would expect to show the settings income and expenditure during a period in 2021 compared to the same period in 2019.This is not for settings that intend to continue to remain closed. The purpose of the grant is to support settings that are still closed to reopen. (*If the setting is still closed evidence will be required from the head teacher/ landlord and CIW that the setting is able to recommence childcare.) 
Grant Three – Severe risk of closure grant – reasons attributed to covid 19. This grant aims to support a setting who has lost bookings or number of days booked has reduced substantially, putting them at severe risk of closure. The setting may apply for this grant as an interim measure of short term financial assistance while they implement their business plan for recovery. Evidence would expect to show the settings income and expenditure period during 2021 compared to the same period in 2019 and the business plan showing how the setting intends to recover and remain viable during the longer term. 



Eligibility criteria for Grants Two and Three:

To apply for these Grants, a setting must be eligible and meet the criteria set out below:

· Your accounts and bank statement from 1st April 2021 to application date must show that you are currently running with less than 3 months running costs.
· If you have been awarded a sustainability grant previously, the panel will take this into account when making a decision and may ask for further information regarding your long-term sustainability.
· The setting must have a bank account in the name of the setting/business (for self-employed this may be in your own name).

What can be funded?

Grants Two and Three can be used to support:
· staffing costs (not eligible for those staff on furlough scheme at time of application) 
· Rent
· Public liability insurance 
· Utility costs – gas, electric etc
