Welsh Ministers have allocated funding to each Local Authority in Wales to secure continued provision for the childcare sector by supporting providers facing sustainability issues. Childcare Providers should only apply for where there is a clear need to support the sustainability of the childcare provision and a real risk of setting closure in the long term due to the detrimental impact of the Covid 19 Pandemic.
The purpose of the support we may be able to offer your setting, is to help you to remain sustainable and continue to operate whilst the numbers of children attending your setting are lower than previously. This could be due to the pandemic or other factors out of your control.  This grant will support you in the shorter term towards rental costs and will be awarded on an individual basis for one term maximum.

Eligibility criteria for Short Term Sustainability Grant:

To apply for the Short Term Sustainability Grant, a setting must be eligible and meet the criteria set out below:

· Be registered with CIW
· Your bank statement for the 1 month to the application date must show that you are currently running with less than 12 months running costs
· If you have been awarded a sustainability grant previously, the panel will take this into account when making a decision and may ask for further information regarding your long-term sustainability
· The setting must have a bank account in the name of the setting/business
· Sustainability grants can only be used for rental costs 

What can be funded?

Grant funding can be awarded to settings to enable them to pay for rental costs during a time when the numbers of children attending the setting reduce for a period of time. 

This grant is not intended to replace any profit lost during this financial year.
