Summer of Fun Grant 2022
Introduction
In line with and in addition to the UK wide call for a summer of play, The Summer of Fun programme in Wales will provide an opportunity for all children, in all our communities, to engage in free accessible opportunities to play. It will also support leisure, recreational, sporting, and cultural activities including the arts and other outdoor activities.
We understand that childcare providers may also wish to offer great play and cultural experiences to the children they care for during the school holidays but cannot afford the extra expense this may cause for large numbers of children they care for. As such we have designed a grant to enable our registered childcare providers that are open throughout the school summer holidays (July 1st to September 30th, 2022) to be able to offer positive play experiences. The Summer of Fun encourages the use of our local outdoors areas including use of parks and green spaces, cultural spaces and supports sustainability of play experiences without requiring long costly travel. 
If your application for funding is approved, providers are committing to providing data and information to monitor activities and inform the evaluation of this programme to Welsh Government. This will be key to measuring the effectiveness, efficiency, and impact of the programme and informing any future programmes of this type. 
The Grant
The Local Authority will offer this grant to childminders and other childcare settings so they can access play experience opportunities to supplement the play opportunities for children in their care.  Providers must ensure there is an inclusive and balanced programme of age appropriate activities, easily accessible by all children and young people who want to take part.
The Local Authority will fund up to a maximum of:
£150 per setting registered for 10 places or less, or,
£300 per setting registered for 11 places or more, 
to purchase or provide play opportunities/experiences for the children in their care.  Funding will not be awarded for any experience that does not promote play experiences/opportunities.
The purpose of the grant
We will consider support for:
· Purchase of play/sports/gardening resources – For providing new play experiences for the children in your care
· The purchase of external companies providing art, culture and play experiences within the setting, such as circus skills
· Travel to local Summer of Fun activities or low cost day trips to local amenities (within the Caerphilly county borough)
· Access to local (within the Caerphilly county borough) outdoor play opportunities such as those held at Cwmcarn Forest Drive, The Gruffalo Trail and Welsh Cultural Heritage sites such as Caerphilly Castle, Llancaiach Fawr, etc.

Please note that this grant is for Art, Culture and Play experiences and not animal experiences such as farm visits or reptile creepy crawly workshops, for example.
Annual passes are not permitted within this Summer of Fun Grant 2022.
This grant cannot support food costs or unhealthy treats but can cover entry fees.
All purchases and experiences must be paid for and attended within the Summer of Fun window, 1st July to 30th September 2022.

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This is a grant to provide CIW registered childcare businesses operating during the school summer holiday period, 1st July to 30th September in Caerphilly County Borough to purchase or provide play opportunities.  
The process is as follows:
1) Application form completed and submitted
2) All applications will be fully considered during regular weekly panel meetings. 
3) Providers will receive an award letter specifying exactly what has been approved  
4) Providers must then purchase their approved items and provide accurate monitoring. (Changes outside of the application must be agreed in writing prior to any spending). 
5) Once purchases have been approved and accurate monitoring is received, the provider will then be reimbursed for the items/experiences purchased.  Please note all activities will need to be completed by the end of the date above.
6) Final deadline for grant application is 15th August 2022 to enable effective use of funding for children and young people during the school summer holidays. 
The purpose of the grant is to support with the costs of purchasing appropriate play experiences/opportunities from a regulated supplier to help promote child development. All play experiences from external suppliers will need to be bona fide companies.
Purchasing and quality assuring the suitability of items/experiences is the responsibility of the childcare setting and not CCBC.
Once items or experiences are purchased, settings need to retain receipts/invoices which must be dated between 1st July and the 30th of September 2022 for payment / reimbursement purposes.  
Failure to retain and subsequently submit receipts/invoices may result in the grant award being withdrawn or retrieved. Failure to spend on approved items will result in the grant award being withdrawn.
