Following the success of the cross-county moderation clusters last year we have decided to use this model again in 2022.

We would like to offer you the opportunity to attend 

· Spring term – a virtual county moderation cluster from 2.30pm – 4.30pm on either 
28 February, 1 March or 3 March 2022. 

This cluster will focus on children’s progress towards the Early Learning Goals, discussions about whether the children are on track and assessment.

· Summer term – a virtual county moderation cluster from 2.30pm – 4.30pm on either 

13 June, 14 June, 15 June or 16 June 2022. 

This cluster will focus on children’s attainment of the Early Learning Goals and enable EYFS practitioners to support each other through peer-to-peer discussions.
· Schools are required to submit their EYFSP data to the Local Authority by 
Thursday 30 June.
Schools, if they wish, can request a moderation support visit.  This will take place with a Local Authority Early Years Adviser in the spring term to offer support with the profile.
