Recovery Premium ALLOCATIONS 2021/22
The DfE have now published the second payment of the Recovery premium updated allocations for the academic year 2021/22 which are available to download from the general section of the School Portal at Appendix 1 and 2 – Recovery Premium Allocations 2021/22 Revised Dec 2021.  
The recovery premium has been allocated using the same data as the pupil premium.  Allocations are based on:

· £145 for each eligible pupil in mainstream education

· £290 for each eligible pupil in special schools and pupil referral units
A funding floor has been applied so that no eligible primary school will receive less than £2,000 and no secondary school less than £6,000.
For mainstream and special schools, the initial allocation has been based on the number of pupils in the October 2020 school census who have had a recorded period of FSM eligibility since January 2015, as well as those first recorded as eligible at October 2020.  The final allocation will include pupils recorded in the October 2021 census with a record of FSM eligibility since 2016 as well as those recorded as first eligible at October 2021.  
For pupil referral units the initial allocation has been based on the number of pupils in the January 2021 school census who have had a recorded period of FSM eligibility since May 2015, as well as those first recorded as eligible at January 2021. The final allocation will include pupils recorded in the January 2022 census with a record of FSM eligibility since 2016 as well as those recorded as first eligible in January 20 
The grant is not ring-fenced but schools are required to publish information on how the recovery premium has been used together with their pupil premium strategy by the end of December 2021.  Further details including the conditions of the grant are available below

Recovery premium allocations for looked after children will be managed centrally by the Virtual School Head who will notify schools of their allocation individually.  
As the recovery premium allocations span two financial years, 50% of the initial 2021/22 academic year allocation was added to your school’s budget in September and if there are any adjustments required following notification of the updated allocations these will be processed in January 2022.
Chequebook Schools Only
The second instalment will be paid into your school’s bank account on Tuesday 18 January 2022.  The payment will consist of 50% of your updated allocations minus the amount paid in October 2021.  The third instalment will be paid in May 2022, and the final instalment will be paid in July 2022, dates to be confirmed.
