Entries submitted after the closing date will not be considered.

Poem Length: No more than 40 lines excluding the title and breaks between stanzas.
Number of Entries: A maximum of three entries per person.

Poem Format: All entries must be in English and must be emailed in Word Format attached
to an email, not in the body of the email itself. No other formats will be considered.
