Education – Service Pupil Premium  

Are you a member of the Military Services – either a regular or reservist, or a veteran?

If so, you should notify your child’s school so they qualify for the Service Pupil Premium

The Premium sees schools in England with children of service families (Reception to Year 11) receive funding worth £350 a child. The money can help children in areas such as pastoral care, coping with family mobility and separation, communication with deployed parents, and resilience-building activities.

Children are eligible if they have a parent currently serving in the regular Armed Forces (including full-time reserve service); if a parent has died while serving, and the child receives a pension under the Armed Forces Compensation Scheme or War Pensions Scheme; or if they have been registered as a ‘service child’ on a school census in the past six years.

Children with a parent in the armed forces of another nation and stationed in England also qualify.

Children of veterans qualify if their parent has left the Armed Forces within the last six years, and the child was previously recorded as a service child on a school census. This also applies in cases of divorce, separation, or death in service.

Children must be registered by their school by 2 October – please contact your school as soon as possible so they can receive the funding to give children the best support possible.
