Do you have a child attending your provision who is eligible to receive Disability Living Allowance?
Is so you could complete a DAF funding claim to receive £938.00 per year to enhance provision for the child/ren.
Disability Access Funding (DAF) is an additional annual payment that is made directly to a child’s Early Year’s Childcare Provider.
It is for eligible children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND).
Disability Access Funding aims to help Childcare Providers make reasonable adjustments that support children with SEND to access their Early Education Entitlement.
As this is an annual payment, some children may be entitled to a second payment.  
Please check previous DAF claims, as some children may be due a second payment, if they are still eligible. For example, a payment made in Spring 2025 may be due again Spring 2026.
