Further to the successful pilot of the Swim England Open Water Swim Safe in Coventry last year we are pleased to offer an extended schedule this year.

Swim Safe is delivered via a collaboration between CVlife, The Outdoor Partnership Coventry and Coventry School Games, funding is from the 'The Children's Alliance'

We are opening up the opportunity for schools in Coventry to book a Swim Safe session for your students during June, July & September. Sessions have been funded and are therefore FREE to schools and will be held at The Lakes at Lavender Hall, Berkswell. 

Pupils are taught survival skills as part of their regular swimming lessons and the Swim Safe program builds on and extends the students learning further by applying the taught principles in an actual cold-water setting. A number of CVlife staff have undertaken specialised training to become open water lifeguards, and swimming instructors have been upskilled to deliver the program.

This Swim England program Swim Safe - teaching children to swim safely is delivered successfully across the UK and we are determined to enable Coventry young people to benefit from this program too.

It is important to recognise that drowning in open water is a significant risk for young people. The Swim Safe program is designed to teach the key skills to survive were an individual to enter and get into difficulty in open water.

Sessions for 16 students at a time can be booked using the links below. More than one session for your school may be booked, however first come first served. Students selected should be able to swim 25meters in order to engage in the program.

In order to ensure funding is not wasted, if your school books a Swim Safe session and does not attend without 14 days' notice you will be charged £200, this is the cost of a session for 16 students. Please do not book until you have checked the school diary!      

A guide for schools to the Swim Safe program is attached for you to read along with the participant consent form parents will need to complete and return to you - schools will be required to confirm they have these consents in place for all students and share relevant information from these.
