Treatment

Dental treatment by students takes longer than when provided in a regular dental practice, so please bear this in mind when you attend an appointment.  

 

It is also important to realise that if your treatment requires more than one visit, the same student may not carry out all your treatment although we do try to maintain this continuity as much as possible.  

 

As treatment is being provided by a student, it is important to remember that this treatment can only be provided during student term times which are generally from September to May.  

 

We will try to limit the number of times we need to reschedule appointments but on occasion, short notice cancellations are unavoidable.  

 

The service is for non-registered patients requiring a course of treatment, please note, you will NOT be registered with the students and once your course of treatment is complete we advise you to register with a dentist.
