WEA Employability Project: Map Your Path
Map Your Path project is a 7-week rotational program where young people (aged 16-25) that are NEET or at risk of becoming NEET participate in activities to improve their mental health, learn valuable life and employability skills, engage in practical work-related experiences, and build good habits and resilience. The course will take place on Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday of each week.
Monday sessions will be focused on getting young people to develop good habits (eating/sleeping/time management), building confidence, strengthening communication, and finding appropriate coping mechanisms in stressful or high-pressure situations/confidence to explain those to potential employers (where necessary).
Tuesday sessions will be geared toward learning how to complete forms (bank accounts, passports, apply for NI, etc.), money management, and trying new skills or activities, mapping travel to those activities, and discovering talents and skills.
Thursday sessions will be visits to various employers to learn about a specific industry, speak with employees that come from challenging backgrounds, gain insight into different roles and apprenticeships available, and try industry related challenges.
Partnerships
We are keen to partner with organizations that are equally as invested in motivating young people in North Manchester to aim higher and achieve greater. Any organizations that can support us in delivering creative and interactive mental health activities, assist us with preparing them with adequate financial knowledge, prepare them for the workplace, or offer apprenticeships/work experience are invited to deliver to our cohorts.
Monitoring
This will be done through MeApps, entry and exit surveys, progress reports, feedback from participants, and feedback from partner organizations delivering activities.
Outcomes
· Young people will have increased confidence, resilience, and self-awareness
· They will gain employability skills, life skills, and knowledge about how to complete important documents
· They’ll be able to identify how their talents, hobbies, and/or skills can be utilized to excel in a career
· Young people will be able to better determine potential career pathways, actively and independently seek employment opportunities, or apply for apprenticeships
· They will have raised aspirations, aim higher, and want to achieve greater
· They’ll be aware of appropriate behaviour, communication, and attire for the workplace
