LGV:
We also run a course for people to gain a LGV (rigid lorry weighing up to 32 tons) licence.
This course runs for four weeks on campus, 9:30am – 1:30pm. and this also is funded to the unemployed and people working on universal credit, earning less than £20,888 per year.
 It takes up to around 12-16 weeks to pass all four separate tests to gain a licence. During the three weeks we provide a private medical, needed to gain a provisional lorry licence. We also provide an on-line resource to practise the first module.
Modules are:
Module one:  100 multiple choice questions (pass mark 87). Hazard perception, 19 video clips, have to click when see a hazard (pass mark 67).
Module two: Case Studies, 50 questions on lorry health & Safety plus legislation (pass mark 40).
Module three A, reverse test, learners must reverse around a set course without hitting any cones and park in a reverse bay.
Module three B, a one hour driving test, 12 minor faults are allowed, one serious or dangerous is an automatic fail. Four minor faults in the same category is an automatic fail.
Module four: a half hour test at the practical test centre, five questions will be asked, learner must tell examiner the answers and show them on the vehicle what they mean (pass mark 80%).
Course runs every three weeks. The eight years this course has been running EVERY single person who achieved a licence obtained employment.

Please note funding only covers ONE attempt at each test 
re-sits need to be funded by the learner; fees are:
Module one A £26.00 B £11.00
Module Two £26.00
Module Three A (Reverse test) £150.00 3B (driving test £300.00)
Module four £110.00
