When a patient with cancer completes their hospital treatment they should receive and End of Treatment Summary or EOTS. The EOTS includes: diagnosis and staging, treatment details, potential short- and long-term side effects, warning signs of recurrence, follow-up arrangements, and contact details for concerns (key worker, CNS, care coordinator, tumour specific hotlines).

A copy is routinely sent to both the patient and their GP surgery, intended to be a good basis to support patients’ adjustment to self-management post discharge from hospital. There is a specific SNOMED code for an EOTS, coding instructions are on the first page of every end of treatment summary (1324891000000103 ‘Cancer End of Treatment Summary Plan).
To makes sure EOTS are easy to identify and code, all tumour teams in all trusts will be required to use the approved templates that follow the same style and look like the example above.
Please be on the look out for more End of Treatment Summaries and please follow the instructions on the first page to code them to your patients’ records.

Updates to the Cancer Care Review (CCR) template have gone live across all practice EMIS systems in Greater Manchester. 
Designed following feedback from patients on how we can support them post diagnosis, CCRs are structured, holistic reviews meant to capture ongoing needs, review medications, address psychosocial issues, and signpost referral to relevant support or services. However, the template is there as a guide: none of the elements within are 'forced entry' allowing the CCR to be personalised to the patient in the most appropriate way. Cancer Care Reviews are encouraged to be carried out to aid the transition of patients away from intensive hospital based care back to community based care. 
The updates to the template were:
· [image: ]The addition of three new question prompts (see screenshot below) aimed at supporting any discussions around acute effects of treatment, late effects, and identifying early signs of recurrence.

This pilot project is a collaboration between Greater Manchester Cancer Alliance and Greater Manchester Mental Health NHS. The aim is to improve access into Talking Therapies for those impacted by cancer and a new dedicated Pathway has been developed to support individuals to help them understand their mental health challenges and explore new coping strategies.
 
The Think Well with Cancer Project is live and accepting referrals for people affected by cancer which includes those directly and indirectly affected such as family, friends and carers. Support is available for a range of common issues experienced by people affected by cancer, including low mood, anxiety, stress, and difficulties with coping. Addressing these concerns can lead to improved overall wellbeing and quality of life.
