What is Big Hopes Big Future?

Big Hopes Big Future (BHBF) is a programme that recognises the importance of a positive early home learning environment on children’s readiness for school and learning. Our specifically trained volunteers can support families over a 12 week intervention based in the family’s home. The volunteer training and resources are mapped to the Early Year’s Foundation Stage Framework.

The areas volunteers can support include:

· Helping parents develop their children’s early learning – through play, reading, games and fun activities

· Supporting parents to create a positive home learning environment for their children and encourage good behaviours and routines

· Encouraging parents to engage with other services, such as Family Hubs, Nurseries, Schools etc.

· Embedding learning carried out in external settings (e.g nursery / pre-school / childminder)

· Helping children and parents prepare for and manage the transition to school
