SEND Inclusion Funding (SENDIF)- Not Classified -

SENDIF+: Requests must be made through the Early Years Panel (EYP) 

Designed to provide additional funding for the most complex needs which is paid at an hourly rate.
Can be used to:
· enhance staff ratios to provide specific interventions and support (SENDIF+ is NOT 1:1 funding for all of the hours a child attends the setting)
· purchase resources to meet the child's needs
· access training to support meeting the child's needs

Criteria 

· Child must be government funded
· Child must be accessing a Portsmouth setting
· Child must be known to Early Years Panel (EYP)
· There must be evidence that the child matches descriptors mainly at 4 on the Portsmouth Profile of Need (PON)
· SENDIF+ funding is considered by EYP once a month and if agreed is paid to the setting the Monday after EYP meet.
· This funding will remain in place until the child starts school or in agreement by setting and EY Inclusion team needs can be met through low and emerging SENDIF or Ordinarily Available Provision (or through an EHCP if finalised before the summer term before a school start).
· SENDIF+ follows the child. If a child moves setting part way through a term, we will need to reclaim the remainder of term's payment to pay the new EY setting. 

Application Process

Setting or Health Visitor must complete and submit the following to EYP

Before requesting SENDIF+, please undertake at least one cycle of the graduated approach of assess, plan, do, review. You will then have a strong evidence base to send to panel which details how the child's needs present, what you have already done to meet needs and what you feel is needed additionally to further meet needs. 
Complete an update or notification to EYP. You must include evidence matching the descriptors of the PON and indicate the level of support that the child needs in the setting. Be clear and detail why you have assessed the child as a 4 on the Profile of Need. Include information or assessments from other professionals. There must be an ASQ developmental check from the HV to support a request.

SENDIF Emerging: Available from the Early Years Inclusion Team

Designed to allow settings to introduce interventions and support for lower level or emerging needs which is paid as a termly block payment.

Can be used to: 
· purchase resources to meet the child's needs
· access training to meet the child's needs
· enhance staff ratios so that an intervention or specific support can be delivered. 

Criteria 
· Child must be government funded
· Child must be accessing a Portsmouth setting
· Setting must complete application form to explain why additional funding is needed and the intended use
· Settings who apply for emerging funding before the final 2 weeks of term, will receive funding for that term.  Payment for future terms will be made after the adjustment 1 headcount task closes each term.
· This funding will remain in place until the child starts school, leaves the setting or in agreement by setting and EY Inclusion team needs can be met through Ordinarily Available Provision.
