
Changes to asthma training for schools

Asthma training for all schools across Shropshire, Telford and Wrekin will be moving online from 1 September 2025.

The Tier 1 training, which has been clinically and educationally accredited by the Royal College of Paediatrics and Child Health, will replace the training currently provided by school nurses. 

The nationally approved course will provide schools with consistent training and flexibility where staff can complete it at any time. 

To support schools and school nurses through this change, there will be drop-in sessions for people to find out more information or ask questions.
