We continue to deliver training sessions aimed at designated safeguarding leads (DSLs) and school governors to support them in understanding the Prevent duty and their safeguarding responsibilities in protecting young people from radicalisation and extremism.


NEW for 25/26 AY Following the successful roll out of the DFE training packages for DSLs and governors, we are pleased to announce the launch of two further training packages for the education sector. Please note we have continued to place a limit on attendance numbers but we have offered dates throughout the year. We will review demand and respond accordingly so dates could change.

The first package is intended for DSLs in independent schools. The objectives of this training are:

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			Martyn's Law







			The Terrorism (Protection of Premises) Act 2025, commonly known as Martyn’s Law, received Royal Assent in April 2025.The Government intends for there to be an implementation period of at least 24 months before the act comes into force. This period will enable those responsible for premises and events to have sufficient time to understand their new obligations, and to plan and prepare accordingly.

Whilst those that fall within scope of the act may wish to consider the requirements, there is no requirement to comply with them until the legislation comes into force. The Government will publish statutory guidance during the 24-month implementation period. This will be subject to stakeholder consultation prior to publication and will assist those responsible to understand the requirements set out in the legislation.

Martyn’s Law aims to improve public safety by requiring certain premises to reduce the impact of a terrorist attack and minimise harm should one occur.
To help education providers understand their responsibilities under the new law, the Department for Education has published a comprehensive policy overview on GOV.UK. This is not statutory guidance.
What the overview covers
· Why Martyn’s Law is necessary and the context behind its introduction.
· How the law applies to education settings, including which types of institutions fall in scope.
· What the DfE is doing now and plans to do over the 24-month implementation period to support the sector
· What education settings need to do to prepare and comply with the legislation before it comes into force.

			Prevent Key Principles Update from the Home Office







			
Following the tragic attack in Southport in August 2024, the Prevent system has been under significant pressure with the number of referrals increasing substantially.  Part of the reason for this has been a lack of clarity on the thresholds within which Prevent operates, particularly in relation to cases related to 'fascinated with extreme violence or mass casualty attacks'.

To support frontline professionals and practitioners the Home Office has brought together existing guidance into the linked Key Principles of Prevent document, alongside FAQ’s and case studies. Please feel free to share these with colleagues and local partners.

The Key Principles do not introduce new policies or expectations but clarify practices that have been operational since 2019. The Key Principles have been widely tested with Prevent practitioners and frontline professionals and are drawn directly from existing guidance and training. For professionals and practitioners already working within Prevent, these principles will be familiar.
 
Prevent’s core aim is unchanged: to stop people from becoming terrorists or supporting terrorism. It is, and always has been, an early intervention programme, designed to offer timely support to those at risk of being drawn in to terrorism.

The Key Principles set out that, while ideology is an important consideration, it is not mandatory for a Prevent referral. However, where there is not a concern that someone may be drawn into terrorism, alternative local support services should be considered.  Further information has been provided in the accompanying FAQs.
