DfE Capital Grant
The Government has launched phase 2 of the School-based Nurseries programme which aims to support projects to offer new childcare places in 2026/27. To support the launch of phase 2, which places an increased focus on supporting families from disadvantaged areas to access early years childcare provision, the DfE has opened applications for the Capital Grant which is designed to support state-funded primary schools with expanding or creating on-site nurseries. The deadline to apply for this grant is 5pm 11th December, and you can find out more details on the grant process here: School-based Nursery Capital Grant 2025 to 2026 - GOV.UK
