Site Manager/Caretaker Health and Safety Awareness Training November 2023

The Corporate Health and Safety Service (CHSS) is to run 4 - ½ day School H&S awareness sessions over 2 days in November 2023.
The dates of the training are:
Tuesday 7th and Thursday 30th of November and will be held in the Council Chamber, Civic Centre, starting at 0900hours on both days.
For schools that have already booked a place, this is for information only. 
If schools have a new Site Manager or caretaker or would like their Site Manager or caretaker to attend these sessions, please complete the Site Manager Caretaker Health and Safety Awareness sessions 2023.
These sessions are aimed at new site managers/caretakers to make them aware of the health and safety legislation and education legislation that affects their work in schools.  
These sessions can also be refresher training for site managers/caretakers who are already in post to update their knowledge.

The four sessions are:

1. General Health and Safety - This session is aimed at new site managers/caretakers to make them aware of the health and safety legislation and education legislation that affects their work in schools and will cover the following topics: risk assessment, manual handling, use of chemicals, working at height amongst other H&S regulations. 
This session can also be refresher training for site managers/caretakers who are already in post to update their knowledge.
2. Fire Safety - This session is aimed at covering the requirements of the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005, the requirements of the Responsible Person and the fire safety management of the school.
3. Managing asbestos in school - This session is aimed at covering the requirements of the Control of Asbestos Regulations 2012 and the management of asbestos within the school, Understanding the school asbestos information that is contained on the SCC Corporate Asbestos Management Database, how to ensure contractors are made aware of the location of asbestos in the school buildings.
4. Water Quality (Legionella) - This session is aimed at covering the effective implementation and management of legionella risk assessments, remedial work and management of Water Systems within school buildings to comply with approved code of practise L8.
