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This newsletter provides you with an update on key milestones in our progress to implement the
Liberty Protection Safeguards (LPS) in Wales.

Consultation

The Welsh Government consultation on the LPS draft Regulations for Wales was published on the 17
March. As most stakeholders will now know, Welsh Government have extended the consultation
response deadline by one week to align with the UK Government. The deadline to respond is now
14 July.

Engagement Sessions on Draft Regulations for Wales

During the week beginning the 13 June, we held several engagement sessions of the Draft
Regulations for Wales. These sessions were themed based on the draft Regulations for Wales,
focussing on Assessments and Determinations; Independent Mental Capacity Advocates (IMCAS);
Approved Mental Capacity Professionals; and Monitoring and Reporting Regulations. Each session
allowed stakeholders to consider key questions provided by Welsh Government, as well as a chance
to raise any issues that had come up from their own discussion.

Following these sessions, we have updated our FAQ document for questions on undertaking
assessments, and monitoring and reporting, which we have shared alongside this newsletter. The
additional questions raised during the engagement sessions are found at the end of the FAQ
document. The updated questions on AMCPs and IMCAs will follow shortly.

LPS Implementation Steering Group for Wales

The LPS Steering Group for Wales met again on the 22 June. During this meeting, Welsh Government
updated stakeholders on the engagement sessions held to date, as well as plans for workforce and
training, and funding for the LPS. Welsh Government talked through the emerging themes from the
LPS consultation so far. This included emerging findings shared by the UK Government with their LPS
Steering Group, regarding feedback on the LPS Code of Practice. We also talked through emerging
findings from written responses to the Welsh Government consultation of the draft Regulations for
Wales, and emerging themes from Welsh Government consultation events. The Steering Group for
Wales will meet again after the end of the consultation period.

Additional Sessions

On 20 June we held two events, one with Allied Health Professions and one specifically focusing on
Dementia. During these events, we covered key issues relating to the draft Regulations for Wales. On
4 July, we held a session focussing on the LPS and Learning Disability.

They are also planning bespoke sessions with two
special schools.
