Situation: There are over 100 large fires throughout the Western U.S., which have burned over 5 million acres in Regions VIII, IX, and X. The FEMA National Watch is monitoring and 

reporting on uncontained fires that have received Fire Management Assistance Grants (FMAGs), are currently threatening homes, or causing evacuations. Lifelines in California, 

Colorado, and Washington are stable, with the exception of the Health and Medical lifeline (COVID-19), while lifelines in Oregon remain yellow for wildfire response efforts. Federal 

assets have mobilized in support; currently there are no additional unmet needs.
