Current Situation: Tropical Storm Idalia is expected to strengthen into a hurricane today and make landfall on the northern Gulf 

Coast Wednesday morning. The threat of flood impacts and strong winds will increase through the week as the storm moves 

across the region. The heaviest expected rainfall is on Tuesday through Thursday with heaviest totals along the FL Gulf Coast into 

the coastal plain of GA and the Carolinas.
