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1. Program Overview
The Defense Health Information Management System (DHIMS) provides information technology (IT) solutions that seamlessly capture, manage and share healthcare data for the military’s electronic health record (EHR). 
DHIMS has contracted CliniComp, Intl. (CCI) to deliver and install their patient care information system product, Essentris®, to the Military Treatment Facilities (MTFs) for the three Services (Air Force, Navy and Army).  Essentris® is an inpatient charting system with Emergency Department (ED) capabilities that will support AHLTA, the Department of Defense’s (DoD) initiative to transition patient records from paper to electronic records stored in the Clinical Information System (CIS). The use of Essentris® eliminates the majority of paper-based inpatient documentation by providing real-time documentation into various software modules. 
The Defense Health Services System (DHSS) provides and sustains clinical support, medical logistics, and resource management information technology capabilities that support the delivery of world-class healthcare to our service members and their families in peace and war.
DHSS has contracted with Clinicomp, Intl (CCI) and Computrition to deliver a fully integrated nutrition management system that enables dietetic personnel to provide preventative and therapeutic medical nutrition therapy and medical food management to service members and beneficiaries.  Computrition is a COTS product that provides innovative foodservice and healthcare software solutions. Since its inception, Computrition has led the foodservice industry by bringing to life cutting-edge technology that provides the highest quality products and services to foodservice and nutrition professionals.

The Essentris-Computrition interface is under contract to be activated at 47 Military Treatment Facilities (MTFs) for the three Services (Air Force, Navy and Army).  See Table 1 on the next page.

2. Plan Purpose

3.1.  Essentris System Administrator (SA)
The Essentris SA is responsible for completing the following tasks in order to activate the Essentris-Computrition interface.
3.1.1. Request to Turn on Diet Order Configuration
The site must ask CCI to turn on the new Diet Order Configurations (adding fields for Additional Restrictions and Supplements).

3.1.2. Updating Order Sets

This may be the SA or it may be others in the MTF; however, it cannot occur until 
the site upgrades to 210.49 and the new Diet Orders Configuration is added.  Please see the embedded standardized diet order/restriction list:

3.1.3. Units for Discharging Patients 


The SA or others at the site provides CCI with any units in which the users 
Discharge patients.  Most sites discharge patients to a unit called "Discharge".  
Others have units called "Medical Records" or "24-HR Hold".  CCI is unable to 
determine without the site providing as it is based on the site's workflow.
3.1.4. Turning Off Diet Reports 


Diet Reports do not work once the interface is enabled; site should be aware that                                   
these will be turned off.  This should not be an issue as the Diet Reports were 
created because the interface did not exist.  
3.1.5. Testing the Interface

Once the interface is turned on, the SA will need to work with the Nutrition Team to make sure the interface is working correctly. Please see the embedded interface functionality test checklist:

CCI will define the order sets that have diet orders and provide to the Essentris SA

Update all order sets

Existing ordersets need to be individually reviewed and clinical decisions made about content for new order sets. In most facilities-the clinical decisions will be made by the nutrition staff and provided to Essentris SA.

Using the list from CCI, existing diet orders need to be updated using new diet order editor. Nutrition staff should work with Essentris SA to define appropriate changes from old order sets to new diet order editor
In some facilities-order sets are developed at the unit level -in that case coordination with that staff will need to happen and changes will need to be defined for SA.

The SA can decide at this point to load the updated order sets to the "Test" environment but not load them until go-live. (SA should make sure to capture the times the order sets were updated to ensure that the correct order set is intiated when ready
