Who is eligible?
High school juniors and seniors currently attending  
a Fairfax County public school may apply. 
Applicants must demonstrate proof of English and 
math college readiness.

How do I apply to the Early Online 
College Program?

STEP 1: Apply to NOVA. If you are already a 
NOVA student, locate your EMPLIDand proceed 
to step 2.

STEP 2: Create a New Student Account. If you have 
already created an account in nvcc.dualenroll.com, 
log in and proceed to step 3. You will need your 
NOVA EMPLID number for your account.

STEP 3: Select your Early Online College course in 
the nvcc.dualenroll.com portal. You must select 
Early Online College–Fall 2021 for your term.

STEP 4: Upload a copy of your current high school 
transcript and any qualifying test scores if your 
GPA is below 3.0.

STEP 5: Check your application status in the  
nvcc.dualenroll.com portal. Be sure your parent or 
legal guardian has consented to your 
course selection. Be sure to check 
your email often as we will send 
you updates as we process your 
application.
