Rules:

e Each participant must submit a completed application form with his or her signature and the
parental signed release.

e Applicants should announce themselves on their prepared video on a private YouTube
channel and introduce the title and composer of the work being submitted.

e The announcement should be no more than 30 seconds.

e Performances should be no longer than five minutes.

o No political or offensive language is permitted.

Delivery: Each applicant will send a link to a private YouTube site where they have stored their contest
entry. Applicants must adjust privacy settings for YouTube so that anyone with the link can view. The
link should be sent to the local Rotary Club Point of Contact, Julia Strickland at
juliastrickland@verizon.net, who will forward the link to the judges.
