There are five protective factors known to help reduce child abuse and neglect:

Parental

Resilience:

Managing stress and functioning well when faced with
challenges, adversity and trauma.

Social

Connections:

Positive relationships that provide emotional,
informational, instrumental and spiritual support.

Knowledge of Parenting
and Child Development:

Understanding child development and parenting strategies
that support physical, cognitive, language, social and
emotional development.

Concrete Support
in Times of Need:

Access to concrete support and services that address
a family’s needs and help minimize stress caused
by challenges.
