Medicaid supervision requirements:

« ACPC, CPSS, or CPSST who provides
Medicaid billable peer support
services must be supervised by a
Mental Health Professional (MHP) or
a Substance Use Disorder
Professional (SUDP) who
understands rehabilitation and
recovery.

« Theclinical supervisor's expertise
must be aligned with the needs of the
populations served by the CPC, CPSS,
or CPSST.

CPCs can only provide Medicaid-
billable peer support through
December 31, 2026.
