Safety™: Lithium-lon Batteries in Your Home,” serves as a reminder to safely buy, charge,
and recycle lithium-ion batteries; and

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin commends first responders across the
state who are dedicated to reducing home fires, home fire injuries, and fire fatalities through
prevention and protection education, and encourages all Wisconsinites to take steps to
improve their fire safety practices, especially in their homes;
