WHEREAS; dairy farmers continue to show immense strength and resilience, and Wisconsin is proud to
continue to support efforts to bolster their success with investments in research to expand the industry, additional
resources for dairy processors, and efforts to bolster dairy exports, ensuring Wisconsin continues to be well-positioned
